Annual Report

2010 - 2011
It was a great year for our chapter. Our Chapter Funds have been strong again this year with $12,885.81  in our checking account and again we reached our goal in Research Promotions raising $6,592.00.  This year we were able to purchase a nice projector and banner stands for the chapter along with send a member to the YEA Leadership Conference in Denver, Colorado.
This year's meeting attendance stayed consistent with last years.  We had _ new members join our chapter including 3 new student members. Our student members this year entered in the 2011 ASHRAE student design competition.  In April we presented two Vermont Technical College Scholarship awards in the amount of $200.00 each to Stephen Smith and Dan Aubin.  This year we were able to bring back our ASHRAE Champlain Valley Past President Memorial Scholarship by raising money through newsletter advertisement.  The $2,500 scholarship was presented to Erin Fajans a student of Vermont Technical College.
Some of our highlights of the year was hosting distinguished lecturer Chris Mathis  who gave a great presentation on “Energy Efficient Window and Fenestration Technologies” and "How long with it last?-Addressing the Challenge of Sustainability".  We also held an Refrigeration Rack Seminar provided by Hill Pheonix.  All proceeds went to ASHRAE RP.  We had over 50 people attend this seminar and Hill Pheonix donated all the money ($1,250.00) for seminar material to ASHRAE RP.  This seminar raised a total of $1,923.00 for ASHRAE RP.  We also held another Refrigeration Seminar in June of 2011 that raised approximately $500 for ASHRAE RP.  This money will be submitted for the 2011-12 RP year.  

We held several combined meetings with Vermont Green Building Network (VGBN) and RSES throughout the year.  We also held a meeting at Vermont Technical College the host of our only Student Chapter where we watched the Hot Topic on ASHRAE Standard 189.1 and the students presented on their 2011 ASHRAE Student Design Submission  
Some of our technical topics included HVAC Seismic Restraints, Chilled Beams, APR Control Devices, Refrigerant Pumping, Magnetic Levitated Chiller Technology, and Motivair - applications for data centers and critical environments.
We also toured two great places this year which were the Heritage Aviation Building a LEED Gold certified general aviation facility, and Champlain Colleges ice Storage System, Waste Water Heat Recovery System and Small House Co-gen System followed with a BBQ and Switchback Beer.
We have a new group of officers lined up for 2011 – 2012 and are looking forward to the upcoming events we are putting together.
